This innovative conference will bring together
internationally known speakers from a variety
of disciplines - basic research as well as
clinical practice. Each speaker will take a
different perspective on thought in relation to
the body. The discussion that follows will be
introduced by someone working in a different
field. The aim is to encourage a meeting
across disciplines and to stimulate
participants to make integrations that will
enrich their approach to theory and practice.

In addition to the main presentations, there
will be the opportunity to discuss in small
groups or o attend workshops on a variety of
fopics.
